Acceptable Use Policy
Effective: January 29, 2016

1. Introduction

TheiGo Technology, Inc. Acceptable Use Policy (Policy) is designed to help protect our
customers, the design and operation of our products and services and the Internet community,
fromirresponsible or illegal activities. All users of the iGo Technology, Inc.Internet services
("Service") must comply with this Policy. This Policy should be read in conjunction with our
Internet Access Agreement.

You should be aware that there might be some content on the Internet or otherwise available
through the Service which may be offensive or which may not comply with all laws, regulations
orrules. iGo Technology, Inc. does not assume responsibility for the content contained on the
Internet and has no obligation to monitor transmissions made on the Service. You may want to
utilize software designed to limit access to certain material on the Internet. You acknowledge
and agree thatiGo Technology, Inc. has the right to monitor such transmissions from time to
time and to disclose the same as required by law, regulation or other government request. In
accordance with our Internet Access Agreement, we may remove any materials or content that,
in our sole discretion, may be illegal, may subject us to liability, or which may violate this Policy.

2.VIOLATIONSOF THE iGo TECHNOLOGY, INC. ACCEPTABLEUSEPOLICY

The following constitute violations of this Policy:

(a) Unsolicited e-mail: Using the Service to send unsolicited commercial e-mail or unsolicited bulk
e-mail is prohibited. Using aniGo Technology, Inc. e-mail address to collect responses from
unsolicited commercial e-mail is prohibited. Sending large quantities of unwanted or unsolicited e-
mail to individual e-mail accounts (also known as "spamming" or "mail bombing") is prohibited.

(e) Harmful use: You may not use the Service to post or transmit any unlawful, abusive, libelous,
defamatory, threatening, vulgar, obscene, indecent, hateful, or otherwise objectionable information of
any kind.
